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WHAT is Armageddon: Armageddon is the world's last great world war in human history. It takes place in Israel, and is in conjunction with the Second Coming of Jesus Christ to the Earth. It is actually more of a campaign than an actual war
( ). We find the build-up in . It is a series of battles, not just one. It may cover a period of a few days to several weeks. The climax is the Second Coming of Christ.
WHERE is Armageddon: The location is Har-Magedon (Har means hill, and Mageddon is the ancient city of Megiddo) in the plain of Esdraelon around the hill of Megiddo which is about 50 miles north of Jerusalem ( ).
WHY - Armageddon's purpose: The purpose is two-fold, divine and human. The Divine purpose is to prepare for the Millennial reign of Christ on the earth. The human purpose is to rid the world of the Jewish problem.
WHO - Participants: Those involved in Armageddon: It appears the whole world (except the remnant) is in rebellion against the God of heaven ( ).
