Prophetic Battles - Chronology

The following chart simply shows the time line for prophetic battles during the time of Jacobs Trouble, aka, the Tribulation Period. The “Catching away” occurs before the beginning of the Tribulation
period, and so is not part of that period. We end this chart at the Coming of Jesus Christ. Thus, the Millennial kingdom is not reflected here.
